The contract may be resumed as soon as practicable after such event has come to an end or ceased to exist and decision of Executive Director, MTNL, New Delhi shall be final. If the performance in whole or part or any obligation under the contract is prevented  and delayed by reason of any such event for a period exceeding 60 days either party may at his option terminate the contract.

DISPUTE RESOLUTION,ARBITRATION, APPLICABLE LAW AND JURISDICTION.

The parties shall Endeavour to resolve any dispute under the Agreement through mutual discussions and negotiations. However, if, after thirty (30) days from the commencement of such negotiations, the efforts to resolve all or any of the disputes through negotiations fails  in that events, such disputes or differences, whatsoever arising between the parties in respect of this agreements /contract shall be referred to Arbitration, unless the matter is time barred as per the limitation Act, in accordance with the following provisions.

This panel will be of serving or retired officers of Government Departments or of public Sector Undertakings of the rank of Joint Secretary to Govt. of India or above.

Matters to be arbitrated upon shall be referred to the sole Arbitrator where the total value of claims does not exceed Rs.20 crores. Beyond the claim limit of Rs. 20 crores, there shall be a Panel of three Arbitrators.

For  the disputes to be decided  by the sole Arbitrator, the party invoking  the Arbitration Clause shall submit a list of three Arbitrators from the aforesaid Panel along with the letter invoking  the Arbitration. The other Party shall convey its consent for the one name as an Arbitrator out of three names within 15 days of receipt of such request.

For the disputes to be decided by a Panel of three Arbitrators, the party invoking the arbitration Clause shall submit one name from the aforesaid Panel, as its Nominee, along with the letter invoking the Arbitration. The other Party shall also convey the name of its nominee from the aforesaid Panel to the Party invoking the Arbitration, within 15 days of receipt of such request. Both the nominated Arbitrators shall nominate a third Arbitrator from the aforesaid Panel, who shall act as the presiding Arbitrator.


Thereafter, the appointment order of the sole arbitrator/ panel of three Arbitrators will be issued by ED Delhi/Mumbai/CMD,MTNL or any other officer on his behalf. In case, the office of ED Delhi/Mumbai/CMD, MTNL becomes non-existing due to restructuring or any other reason whatsoever, the officer who shall look after the works of ED Delhi/Mumbai/CMD shall issue the appointment order.

In case of any likely-hood of delay in timely performance of service the contractor shall notify MTNL and MTNL may evaluate the situation and may in its discretion extend the period of performance of the contract without giving any benefit of increase due to change in duties/taxes but taking the advantage in case of reduction to its account.

7.3
In case the contractor is unable to execute the work awarded within the stipulated period, MTNL may, without prejudice to its rights under the contract or any other action, due to the default also reserves the right to order such job/work at an price as deemed fit in its discretion with another firm and the contractor will be liable to pay the extra cost for arising out of such an order. However, MTNL will not be liable to pay the benefit of any difference in cost to the contractor with a further clear stipulation that in no eventuality the contractor be absolved of the liquidated damages as specifically provided in the contract and /or detailed in the Annexure Hereto.

SECTION-IV

(SPECIAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT )
Specification as well as terms and conditions of the work for repair of all make -SMPS Power Plant (including modules), Conventional type Power Plants.

1. SCOPE :

1.1. The work of repair of faulty Modules of all makes, SMPS Power Plant, SMPS Power Plant Unit (including control cards and protective devices), Conventional type Power Plant, must be taken up at site.
1.2. The contract shall cover all Modules of SMPS Power Plant of all make and configuration and conventional type power plant.
1.3. The bidder should quote the repair charges inclusive of transportation, handling etc. It should be inclusive of all taxes excluding GST. All such rates are to be quoted in ANNEXURE - I. For repair of conventional power plant/ SMPS module including base rack and control panel the rates will be inclusive of all spare parts and consumables, freight ,handling charges including all taxes., All such rates are to be quoted in Proforma for Financial Bid as given in Section VI.
2. The concerned SDE shall intimate to the contractor about the fault of Power Plant by Telephone/Fax/Email/By post. The unit officer will maintain the record such as date and time of complaint/SMPS cards hand over to vendor for repair and the contractor will also maintain a record for all such details received and will maintain a case serial number, which will be given to complainant. Work order shall be given subsequently. 
3. Since the proper functioning of P/P is essential for running of the exchanges, the total failure will affect the telecom services in that exchange. Therefore the contractor shall envisage that total failure for these Power Plants at any time is not desired. The contractor must take adequate steps/alternate arrangement etc. to ensure that there is no total failure of telecom services during the currency of rate contract.

3.1 Once the Power Plant is repaired for minimal operation, the contractor will ensure the repairing of faulty SMPS module of Power Plant or cards of Conventional Power Plant either on site or at his local repair Centre within 3 days from the date and time of booking of fault. If the contractor feels that the faulty module or any unit  is  required to  be  taken  to  the  workshop/repair centre  of contractor then the same will be transported at contractor’s own cost under proper receipt to SDE concerned and delivered back to SDE  within a period of 3 days from the date of fault booking.

3.2. Before accepting the faulty modules/faulty units of P/P, the contractor may check that the modules/faulty units of P/P are complete in all respects and all components (which need not be of same company) are available in each Module of P/P. Any report of missing components or damage in PCB of modules or cards of P/P after the receipt of cards for repair by contractor will not be entertained.

The contractor has to ensure that the modules handed over for repair are not refused/physically damaged or are not declared beyond repair.
The “units” are installed in all exchanges/RSU under GM (West) area.

The Contractor is required to attend the faulty module at site, where P/P is installed. The repair work after issue of work order must be completed preferably on the same day or maximum next day. In case the fault is such that it can not be rectified at site the SDE may permit to Contactor to take the unit at his work shop after obtaining acknowledgement. Whenever the faulty unit is repaired at workshop, the same has to be delivered back duly repaired to SDE within a period of total 3 days from the date of receipt of faulty modules/cards/units by contractor If units /modules / FR / BC are not repaired at work shop within 3 days , a penalty of Rs.500/-  per day will be imposed. No part payment will be made for repair work.

The work order will be issued by concerned unit officer and counter signed by concerned DE under who’s jurisdiction the power plant is maintained.
3.3 If there  are  02  or more Nos.  of  successful  bidders  then  the  work  could be  distributed  in  the  ratio  of  70:30 (L1 :L2)  at  the  rates  of  L-1.  In case of one successful bidder, 100% work will be awarded to L-1 Bidder.  The decision of MTNL regarding the distribution of work would be final and binding on all the bidders. If L-2 Bidder refuses to accept the work then the work would be given to L-1 for 100%.

4. Payment:
4.1 The payment shall be made on monthly basis on satisfactory completion of the work as per the terms & conditions of the contract certified from concerned I/C Unit Officer and duly counter signed by concerned DE in-charge. 
4.2 Bill will be submitted along with (1) Attachment of log book indicating the reporting of fault (Time Date and its model) and also dated and time of its rectifications duly counter signed by concerned DE in-charge and (2) copy of work order. 

4.3 MTNL shall deduct TDS at the prescribed rates of Income Tax department from contractors bills. 

5. INSPECTION:

5.1 After carrying out repairs of the faulty P/P these will be handed over to SDE concerned who will accept the repaired P/P after inspection and testing.

5.2 The SDE concerned shall stamp or paste a slip at the bottom of Modules of SMPS P/P or faulty units of P/P which have been found to be repaired properly including the date of release of Modules of SMPS P/P or faulty units of P/P after repair. The warranty shall commence from this release date.

5.3 The contractor may request for extension of time for the repair of SMPS.The competent authority shall consider the request keeping all the facts and circumstances in view and shall grant extension of time, if in his opinion, there are reasonable and sufficient grounds for granting such extension and the reasons for delay are not ascribable to the contractor and the Officer-in-charge is of the opinion that the grounds shown for extension of time are reasonable.

6. WARRANTY OF REPAIRS:

The contractor will ensure quality repair which will consequently reflect in normal trouble/defect free performance of the modules of SMPS P/P or faulty units of P/P for a period of SIX MONTHS from the date of attending the fault of SMPS/PP. In case the repaired modules of SMPS P/P or faulty units of P/P develop any defect or deficiency or fault, i.e. they become faulty during the warranty period, the contractor shall rectify, repair and remedy such defects, deficiency in the repaired modules of SMPS P/P or faulty units of P/P at his own cost and expense i.e. free of charge. Any delay in repairing of faulty unit during warranty period the unattended days will be added in the warranty period of six months.
7. PENALTIES :

7.1 Penalty for delay in completion of the work shall be recoverable from the bills of the contractor and/or by adjustment from the security deposit. However, adjustment from security deposit will be made only when the contract has been terminated or at the time of final settlement of bills on completion of work.

7.2  In case of complete breakdown of Power Plant If there is delay in attending the faults as mentioned below, penalty will be  imposed as under   
(i) Delay beyond 3 days for repair in local workshop/out station work shop Rs.500/- per day per unit after 3 days.

(ii) Delay beyond 4 hrs. for complete breakdown cases of Power Plant will be imposed at a rate of Rs.300 per hour per unit in addition to  7.2(i) above.
7.3 In case module(s) are damaged while repairing, the contractor shall be responsible to pay the original cost of the module(s) or make the damage good by replacement. If the contractor fails to make up the damages caused to MTNL, a penalty not exceeding the cost of the module(s) may be imposed and recovered from the contractor. Further repair efficiency required in this contract should be better than 98 % i.e. vendor can-not declared more than 2% module as irreparable during the contract.   
7.4 In case the contractor fails to deliver the repaired modules/cards beyond 4 (four) weeks, then action may be taken for rescission/termination of contract, as per the discretionary powers of the competent authority.
8 RENEWAL/EXTENSION OF CONTRACT.

8.1 The contract awarded to the party can be extended by MTNL upto a period of six months or more with the approval of competent authority of MTNL as per the requirement of MTNL or as consequence of unforeseen circumstances, at the same prevailing rates and on the same terms and conditions.
